Training Session: After the launch, a brief 
training session was conducted for Arivu 
Kendra Librarians and SHG Volunteers. 
Led by Dr. Preetesh and Mr. Sai Babu, the 
session focused on how to organize and 
manage the weekly wellness activities 
and health check-ups, ensuring the 
programs are well-executed and 
accessible to all elders.

The launch of the Joyful Aging program was a 
resounding success. The support from local 
government officials and the community indicates 
strong potential for the wellness activities to 
thrive across the region. The first round of 
activities is scheduled to begin on 25th September 
2024 in all participating Arivu Kendras.
